The ninth OSDI seeks to present innovative, exciting research in
computer systems. OSDI brings together professionals from aca-
demic and industrial backgrounds in what has become a premier
forum for discussing the design, implementation, and implica-
tions of systems software.

The OSDI Symposium emphasizes innovative research as well
as quantified or insightful experiences in systems design and
implementation. OSDI takes a broad view of the systems area
and solicits contributions from many fields of systems practice,
including, but not limited to, operating systems, file and storage
systems, distributed systems, mobile systems, secure systems,
embedded systems, virtualization, networking as it relates to
operating systems, and the interaction of hardware and software
development. We particularly encourage contributions contain-
ing highly original ideas, new approaches, and/or groundbreak-
ing results.

Submitting a Paper
Submissions will be judged on originality, significance, inter-
est, clarity, relevance, and correctness. Accepted papers will be
shepherded through an editorial review process by a member of
the program committee.

A good paper will:

e consider a significant problem

e propose an interesting, compelling solution

¢ demonstrate the practicality and benefits of the solution

e draw appropriate conclusions

e clearly describe what the authors have done

e clearly articulate the advances beyond previous work

All papers will be available online to registered attendees
before the conference. If your accepted paper should not be
published prior to the event, please notify production@usenix.
org. The papers will be available online to everyone beginning on
the first day of the conference, October 4, 2010.

Papers accompanied by nondisclosure agreement forms will
not be considered. All submissions will be treated as confidential
prior to publication on the USENIX OSDI "10 Web site; rejected
submissions will be permanently treated as confidential.

In addition to citing relevant, published work, authors should
relate their OSDI submissions to relevant submissions of their
own that are simultaneously under review for other venues.



The OSDI PC reserves the right to ask authors to provide copies
of related simultaneously submitted papers.

Simultaneous submission of the same work to multiple
venues, submission of previously published work, or plagiarism
constitutes dishonesty or fraud. USENIX, like other scientific
and technical conferences and journals, prohibits these practices
and may, on the recommendation of a program chair, take
action against authors who have committed them. See the
USENIX Conference Submissions Policy at http://www.usenix.

Deadline and Submission Instructions

Authors are required to submit full papers by 9:00 p.m. PDT on
Friday, May 7, 2010. This is a hard deadline—no extensions will
be given.

Submitted papers must be no longer than 12 single-spaced
8.5" x 11" pages, including figures and tables, plus as many
pages as needed for references, using 10 point type on 12 point
(single-spaced) leading, two-column format, Times Roman or
a similar font, within a text block 6.5” wide x 9" deep. Papers
not meeting these criteria will be rejected without review, and
no deadline extensions will be granted for reformatting. Pages
should be numbered, and figures and tables should be legible
in black and white, without requiring magnification. Papers so
short as to be considered “extended abstracts” will not receive
full consideration.

Papers must be in PDF format and must be submitted via the

The title and author name(s) and affiliation(s) should ap-
pear on the first page of the submitted paper. (Reviewing is not
blind.)
